Facts about the International VELUX Award for Students of Architecture
About the Award
On 1 October 2009, VELUX launches the 4th International VELUX Award for Students of Architecture. The Award is open to students from all over the world. 

The International VELUX Award 2010 challenges students of architecture to explore the theme of sunlight and daylight in its widest sense to create a deeper understanding of this specific and ever-relevant source of light and energy.

The Award celebrates and promotes excellence in completed study works in any scale from a small scale component to large urban contexts or abstract concepts and experimentation. The International VELUX Award is presented every second year with a growing number of participants from the first Award in 2004 reaching 686 entries in 2008.  
About the theme: Light of Tomorrow

“Light of Tomorrow” is the overall theme of the International VELUX Award. The Award seeks to challenge the future of daylight in the built environment with an open-minded and experimental approach. Therefore, the Award seeks to widen the boundaries of daylight in architecture, including aesthetics, functionality, sustainability, and the interaction between buildings and environment. The Award contains no specific categories, but entries may focus on:

· Concepts with focus on sunlight as a natural resource for light and energy.

·  The contribution of daylight to high visual quality and living comfort.
· The rethinking of daylight in urban living contexts, revitalizing urban tissue. 

· The importance of sunlight and daylight for sustainable architecture that takes into account rhythms and balances of nature.  

· More abstract concepts like daylight vs. artificial light, day vs. night, in vs. out, etc.
The Award is not restricted to the use of VELUX products.

About participation

The Award is open to any registered student of architecture – individual or team – all over the world. We encourage multi-disciplinary teams including e.g. engineering, design, landscaping. Every student or student team must be backed and granted submission by a teacher from a school of architecture. 
About the jury

The jury comprises internationally renowned architects and building professionals from around the world including representatives from UIA and EAAE. The jury is selected to represent different perspectives on architecture and daylight as well as different geographies. The jury for the 2010 Award will be announced at the end of 2009.The jury will review and evaluate all submitted projects to select the winners and honourable mentions.
About winners and prizes

The total prize money is 30,000 Euro. The jury will award a number of prize winners and honourable mentions. The winners will be invited to the Award event expected to take place in October 2010.  

All projects will be exhibited at iva.velux.com after the announcement of the winners at the Award event. All winning projects and honourable mentions will be published in the International VELUX Award 2010 yearbook, which will feature project presentations, project descriptions and jury evaluations.
About cooperation partners 

The Award is organised in close cooperation with the International Union of Architects (UIA) and the European Association for Architectural Education (EAAE). Both organisations will be represented on the jury and contribute to the high professional standard of the Award.

	Jury reflections
	Jury reflections at the jury meeting in July 2008:

Hani Rashid:

- I was very surprised to see students from all over the world who confront the problem of light, the large amount of work and its quality. The way they represent their ideas of “Light of tomorrow” is inspiring.

Enrique Browne:

- I think they are good, they are really good. Because they ask new questions, perhaps they have to know the answer and in many cases they even know it. The use of light in the city and in big spaces like in the underground is a good point. 

Huat Lim:

- The light of tomorrow is a very relevant issue for what is the connection between daylight and sustainability and energy. Apparently there is a link between the three. Are we more aware of energy, can we be more sustainable. 

Francis Nordemann:

- We were looking for another way of considering light. Most of the products in this competition bring light where light is usually not, like in the underground. That’s not a new way to deal with it, but it’s a way to push forward limits to where darkness is.

Eva Jiricna:

- I think the quality was generally speaking very high. When you do competitions like this you have a much larger variety of methods used by students expressing themselves and it is about light in different schools of Architecture, so each country had a different way of proposing projects.
